Information must be shared in ways that:

They do not
need to ask for consent to share but should
tell children and parents:

Children and young people have the right to be involved and listened to in
decisions that affect their lives (UNCRC Article 12).

They should be given information that is easy to understand and right for their age
so they understand what's happening and why. There are Participation Standards

for Children and Young People.
