Al, The Council, with reference to its Minute No. Al of 31st March 2020,
considered a further proposed legislative amendment, designed to provide additional
public protection, as a consequence of the Covid-19 outbreak in Jersey:

Draft Covid-19 (Screening, Assessment and Isolation) (Amendment) (Jersey)
Regulations 202-

The Regulations, if passed, would make minor amendments to the Covid-19
(Screening, Assessment and Isolation) (Jersey) Regulations 2020 (which had created
an offence of going into, or remaining in, a public place during a restricted
movement period) to include a non-exhaustive list of ‘reasonable excuses’. In line
with other temporary legislation designed to address the Covid-19 outbreak, it was
noted that the Regulations would expire on 30th September 2020.

The Council accordingly noted the position and and endorsed the decision of the
Minister for Health and Social Services to lodge the draft Regulations ‘au Greffe,’
for consideration by the States Assembly on 2nd April 2020.
