Sea fisheries bag limits

Jersey’s recreational fishing bag limits help ensure
the Island’s stocks remain sustainable.

Daily bag limits and minimum landing sizes are based
on the best available data and, if appropriate, match
UK and French measures, but they are not necessar-
ily the same.

Bag limits apply to individuals who will need permits
for some species (see table overleaf for a list of
these species).

When fishing from a boat, the bag limit may apply to
the vessel and allow up to five people to catch one
species up to their limit. For example:
