A). ‘Installation” means putting into position and ‘assembly’ means putting together. A separate inspection is not required every time a tower scaffold or ladder is moved on site, however,
if a tower scaffold from which a person can fall more than 2 metres is dismantled and reassembled on the same site a pre-use inspection is required. It is acceptable for this inspection to
be carried out by the person responsible for erecting the tower scaffold, providing they are competent.
