Licence overview

This annual licence permits survey activities affecting protected wild bats using actions and
methods that are specified in one or more Annexes to the licence, as outlined in ‘What this
Licence Permits’ below.

This licence may only be used for scientific and educational purposes, including to carry out
ecological surveys for commercial and non-commercial purposes. Note that Annexes 5 and 7 may
not be used for purposes other than in relation to development proposals, nor for ringing or
tagging or otherwise marking bats, unless with the prior written consent of the Licensing Authority.

Mitigation activities to enable development to take place, or actions for commercial purposes such
as photography, are not permitted under this licence and will require an application for project
licence PLO1 to carry out work for the purposes of enabling development.

For research projects looking to answer a research question and with specified aims and
objectives a project licence (PL02) should be applied for.

This licence will only be granted to persons who have demonstrated that they have the
appropriate skills, knowledge and experience of the activities to be licensed, by submitting the
relevant Competency and Reference Form (see Section D).
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What this Licence Permits

This licence permits the activities that are described in the Annex(s) to the licence as detailed in
the table below. Note that:

e an applicant must hold Annex 1 in order to apply for any other Annex;

e an applicant must hold Annexes 1, 2 and 3 in order to apply for Annexes 4, 5 and/or 6;

e in order to hold Annex 7, an applicant must already hold Annex 5 or 6.

Reporting and Renewal

This annual licence runs from 1% April to 31 March and is renewable annually on 15 April
following submission of a satisfactory report on the work carried out under the licence along with
any other relevant experience gained and training undertaken by the Licence Holder. It is
expected that knowledge and skills will be kept up to date by all Agents acting under the licence
through ongoing fieldwork and continued professional development.

The reporting period is 1% January to 15t December and reporting must be completed by January

31% for the previous year.

Application definitions

Applicant

The Applicant is the named individual who is applying for the licence and who would become the
licence holder if the licence is granted.
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Accredited Agent

The Accredited Agent is an individual who is authorised by the Applicant to act under this licence
without supervision. An Accredited Agent should only be authorised where the Applicant can
personally assure that the individual is appropriately experienced, skilled and competent to
undertake the licence activities. Note that Accredited Agents are not permitted to use hand nets,
harp traps, mist nets or acoustic lures in any other capacity other than an Assistant.

Assistant

The Assistant is a person assisting with the licensed activities but who is not permitted to work
unsupervised at any time.

Licence Fees
The full schedule of fees chargeable for licences under the Wildlife (Jersey) Law 2021, and the

circumstances in which licences may be exempt from fees, are contained within the Wildlife
(Licence Fees) (Jersey) Order 2023 (jerseylaw.je)

Where a licence is granted for scientific or educational purposes, an exemption from fees applies
where research activities are undertaken by professionals or volunteers to increase the
understanding of the ecology of a species or to maintain or improve the conservation status of a
species or its habitat.

Such exemption applies where the licence holder is acting wholly as a volunteer and does not
apply to activities that are primarily for commercial purposes.

An exemption from fees also applies to activities undertaken by a reqistered charity as defined by
the Charities (Jersey) Law 2014, for non-commercial purposes.

Licence review and payment

Following submission, your application will be reviewed by the Licensing Authority and you will be
notified of the decision made via the address given in Section A above.

Where the decision to grant a licence has been taken by the Licensing Authority and licence
fees are not applicable, the licence will be issued to the address given in Section A above.

Where the decision to grant a licence has been taken by the Licensing Authority and licence
fees are applicable, further instructions for making payment will be provided via the contact
details given in Section A. The licence will be issued following successful payment of the

licence fee.

If your licence application is unsuccessful, you will not be charged.
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Under Article 36(7) of the Law you may request the Minister to reconsider any decision made in
relation to the grant of, or refusal to grant a licence, or in relation to any condition specified in a
licence. Such request should be submitted in writing to the Minister at the address given above.
