To provide delegates with the necessary skills and knowledge to enable 
them to confidently use fire extinguishers and fire blankets and to 
reduce the potential damage caused by fires in the workplace.

• Identifying different fire extinguishers

• Selecting the right extinguisher

• How to use extinguishers

• Water extinguishers

• Foam extinguishers

• Carbon dioxide extinguishers

• Dry powder extinguishers

• Wet chemical extinguishers

• Fire blankets

• Practical use of extinguishers on real fire

Utilising our 
operational fire station really adds to the authenticity of the fire safety 
training. It also enables us to make use of some of our unique training 
facilities, such as our smoke chamber.

Unfortunately we do not have any parking facilities for delegates  
on site.

Outreach

If you would prefer to hold a complete course for your employees  
alone and want to keep them on site, we can deliver our training 
courses at your business location (the minimum number of delegates  
is 10 people per course).

To host an outreach course you would need to provide a training  
room and an outside area (at least 3 parking spaces) for the fire 
extinguishers course.

We provide presentation equipment to enhance the theory  
elements and a mobile fire simulator, which brings the real fire  
element to your workplace.

(minimum number of 18 delegates).
