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Artificial Insemination of domestic Animals (Bovine Semen) (Amendment) (Jersey) Order 2012
Explanatory Note

This Order amends Article 35 of the Artificial Insemination of Domestic Animals (Bovine Semen) (Jersey) Order 2008 (the “2008 Order”), concerning provisions controlling the supply of bovine semen for artificial insemination of a bovine animal in Jersey. The effect of the amendment is that a person can only supply bovine semen for artificial insemination if that semen has been stored in –

(a)
an EC storage centre in Jersey, another British Island, or another member State (i.e. premises licensed under Article 3(3) of the 2008 Order, where bovine semen intended for intra-Community trade or intra-British Islands trade may be stored); or

(b)
a domestic storage centre (i.e. premises licensed under Article 17(2) of the 2008 Order, where bovine semen not intended for intra-Community trade or intra-British Islands trade may be stored).
This Order shall come into effect immediately.
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
