


[bookmark: _GoBack]The Modern and Military Arms Association Ltd: Open Day – 28th July 2018

Report for the Home Affairs Minister
 
Background
An ‘authorized open day’ is defined in Article 14(3) of the Firearms (Jersey) Law 2000 (‘the Law’) as a day on which a shooting club has, with the prior written authority of the Minister for Home Affairs, invited members of the public to engage in target shooting.
Article 14 (2) (c) of the Law provides that a person who is neither a member nor a bona fide guest of a member of a shooting club may, on an authorized open day and while under the supervision of a member of such a club, have in the person’s possession without holding a firearm certificate a firearm and ammunition while engaged in or in connection with target shooting at a range which is being used by that club.
In order to host an authorized open day, a shooting club must have the approval of the Minister for Home Affairs in accordance with Article 15 of the Law.

Application
The Honorary Secretary of The Modern and Military Arms Association Limited wrote to the Assistant Minister for Home Affairs on 18th June 2018 requesting authorization to hold an Open Day on Saturday 28th July 2018. This was further to a request made to the Club by a local business. 
 
The Modern and Military Arms Association Limited is an approved shooting club under Article 15 of the Law. The Club has confirmed that it can adhere to the requirements under Article 14 (2) (c), including having the appropriate number of range safety officers on duty.

Accordingly, it is seen as appropriate for this request to be authorized.
