Disposal of Porsche Cayenne registration YC59HWF
Background

On 16 June 2018 the above vehicle was used in connection with the importation into Jersey of 998 grams of cocaine, 9853 MDMA tablets and 49.59 kilograms of cannabis resin with a maximum total street value of £1,340,000.
The vehicle was seized by the Customs and Immigration Service on 22 June 2018 under Article 54 of the Customs and Excise (Jersey) Law, 1999.  No notice of claim has been made in connection with the seizure and the vehicle is deemed to have been duly condemned as forfeited in accordance with the 3rd Schedule of the 1999 Law.
Article 55 of the 1999 Law empowers the Minister to direct the manner of disposal of the vehicle.
The Porsche was first registered in October 2009 and when sold to the last owner the odometer reading was recorded to be 117,173 miles. Although, superficially, it appears still to be in good condition, the integrity of the vehicle has been wholly compromised by the changes made to the structure of the vehicle to accommodate the drugs which were concealed below a false floor. Officers have noted, however, that the running wheels and tyres are new and that the front leather seats are in very good condition. It is proposed, therefore, to remove these parts and dispose of them at auction (in favour of the Treasurer of the States) and then to dispose of the rest of the vehicle as scrap.
Recommendation

In light of these circumstances, the Minister is recommended to direct that Porsche Cayenne registration YC59HWF is disposed of as scrap (save that wheels, tyres and seats shall be sold at auction).
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
